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THE ORAL EXAM

100 marks, 25%

This exam lasts around 15 minutes and consists of two parts:

- General Conversation 70 marks

- Roleplay 30 marks

GENERAL CONVERSATION

This lasts a minimum of 10 minutes. You will be asked questions on topics such as:

Your family Hobbies and Interests
Your house Books, Films and TV
Your area Music
Your neighbours Sports
Chores Social media
Pets Holidays
School Last summer
Your daily routine Next summer
Your birthday Exchanges
Plans for the future

The examiner will assess you on: your ability to understand and respond to questions,
pronunciation and fluency, range of vocabulary and grammatical accuracy. Ensure that you
take each aspect into account when preparing answers and practicing.

According to the last Chief Examiner’s Report, the three principal reasons students lost marks
in the Spanish oral exam were: insufficient vocabulary, lack of ability to structure sentences
and over-reliance on memorised material.

- Prepare sample answers related to each topic. Know what you want to say, and know how to
say it. Make sure you have enough material to be able to expand on the answers during the
exam. You need this bank of material to draw on (not recite) as it is far more difficult to be
spontaneous under pressure. For example, when preparing an answer about what you did last
summer, don’t just mention that you went on holidays to Spain: give information about where
you stayed and your routine while you were there. Mention what you thought of the place, the
experiences you had, if you would like to come back, etc. For example:

- Know your grammar well: make sure that you use a variety of verbs, in the present, past,
future and conditional, and appropriate vocabulary for each response. Insert phrases that
require the subjunctive into your script so that you can seamlessly use them on the day!

- To increase the opportunity to talk about the topics that you feel more comfortable with, try
to give the examiner a hook to follow on from as soon as possible during the conversation.

- Practice your listening comprehension skills. The examiner may phrase the questions in
different ways and it is important that you understand them.

THE ROLEPLAY

After the general questions, you will have a short break to look over the roleplay selected by
the examiner. At the end of the roleplay you will be asked an open question related to the
situation.

e Prepare the situations well; there is no excuse for poor performance in this section!
Make sure you understand what you are saying. Do NOT rote learn. Practise with
friends or family any time you have a chance.

e Prepare an answer for each open question you could be asked after each roleplay.
Remember: you must not just give ‘Si’ or ‘No’ for an answer. You MUST use a verb to
obtain the 6 marks.
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DURING THE ORAL EXAM

e Relax and remember that the examiner is on your side.

e Keep eye contact and respond with spontaneity.

e It's all about communication. Smile and try to make it interesting for the examiner.
e Try to avoid conversation killers - ‘Si” and ‘No’ answers give the impression that you

are not well prepared. Elaborate on topics introduced by the examiner at every
opportunity.
e If you make a mistake, don’t panic, correct it during the course of the conversation
and you will not be penalised.
e If you are having difficulty with a topic or don’t have much to say, steer the
conversation towards something you feel more confident about.
e If you don’t understand the examiner or if you need time to think you can use some

of these expressions:
